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What is Hepatitis C?

Hepatitis is an inflammation and
swelling of the liver, often due fo
viral infection. There are seven types
of hepatitis (A,B,C,D,E,F and G), the
three most common types are A,B
and C.

e The hepatitis C virus (HCV) like any
other forms of hepatitis causes
inflammation of the liver.

*The hepatitis C virus is transferred
primarily through blood, and is more
persistent than hepatitis A or B.

*Those with long term HCV are at
high risk of developing liver cirrhosis
and / or liver cancer.
