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eSecondary hypertension is
responsible for 5 to 10 percent
of diagnosed hypertension. It is
caused by a pre-existing medical
condition such as congestive
heart failure, kidney failure,
liver failure, or damage to the
endocrine (hormone) system.



What is Hypertension?

Hypertension (also known as high
blood pressure) is a long-term medical
condition in which the blood
pressure in  the arteriesis persistently
elevated. (A reading of 140/90 mm
Hg or greater on three consecutive
measurements at least six hours
apart).lt can harm the arteries and
cause an increase in the risk of strokes
,heart attacks, Kidney failure and
blindness. Once it has developed it
tends to last for life.

Blood pressure is normally measured at
the brachial artery (biceps and friceps
area) with a sphygmomanometer
(pressure cuff) in millimeters of mercury
(mm Hg) and given as systolic (high)
over diastolic (low) pressure.

A normal blood pressure reading
"120/80 "mmHg
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
